The technology fee budget for fiscal year 2024 was $97,980.  The remaining funds – $59,773.00 - will 
be rolled over to fiscal year 2025 funds. 
 
The next Technology Fee Mee�ng will be scheduled for mid to late January 2024, which coincides 
with the start of the new cycle of technology fee monies to be allocated.  The exact mee�ng date is 
pending.
